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Abstract

In this millennium, it is important to use audio-visual aids while teaching in English class. This is because audio-visual aids make an English class very practical, attractive and interesting. In Bangladesh, students remember what they see and listen. In other word, this is one of their individual learning styles. That is, they implement the real life habits in academic field. This is how the audio-visual aids, with attractive visuals, images, and materials help in teaching field.

The researcher, in this paper, aims to explore the use of audio-visual aids in English Class. For this, responses from higher secondary level students have been used by conducting surveys. At the same time, the researcher also noted down important information regarding this topic from English teachers of different institutions. Then those responses are analyzed and results are shown and discussed in the paper. Finally, based on the findings or result, the researcher ends the work suggesting a recommendation and conclusion on the topics.
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Chapter One: Introduction

1.1 Introduction

In Bangladeshi context, there is a saying, “Man cannot live alone” which is often used by people in different situations. It means, even if one keeps the basic necessities apart, s/he needs companion to talk to and live with. The saying is true especially for this millennium. This is because the ongoing time period is the era of advancement in all the sectors such as job, business, medical professions etc. In order to deal with either of these sectors, one has to communicate with others in his or her surroundings. Here comes the usage of a medium to which people refer to as “language”. To talk in a certain language, one has to learn it first. And one will only be able to successfully learn a language if he/she can gain the following skills in it: reading, writing, speaking and listening. Amongst these, the listening skill and the speaking skill are known as audio lingual skills.

The paper is about the usage of Audio-Visual Aids in English class. For this, a study will be conducted at the higher secondary Level. Here, it must be mentioned that the researcher choose English class because this terminology is no more limited to a „subject‟ only. Rather, in today‟s world, English functions a global medium across people in different platforms, including both national and international.

1.2 Background of the Study

Education is one of the most basic necessities in life. Since many decades, education, in Bangladesh, is improving in terms of quality and resources. Previously, people used to give examples of the foreign countries about the way they use projectors and visual aids in
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classes. Now, the same thing happens in Bangladeshi Schools, Collages and Universities too. In terms of the levels of education, there are primary level, higher secondary level, and tertiary level. As time flies, it is seen that the student population enrollment in the institutions is increasing. What are more important than the enrollment system are the education systems of Bangladesh. The systems include Bengali medium institutions, English version institutions, English medium institutions, and also the Madrasa Education system. Each of these institutions follows different sets of curriculum, syllabus and teaching styles. In other word, education is different in each of the sectors. However, all these sectors contain English classes. English is being taught there to students with much importance. This is because, in this millennium, the usage of this subject or language has already reached the global platforms. Therefore, more emphasis is necessary in this subject.

The researcher of this paper noticed that different types of resources and aids are necessary in English classes. The usage of those aids is seen to benefit students in English classes. In fact, the researcher further noticed that these aids play a vital role in both teaching and learning. It seemed to the researcher that the use of the audio and visual aids or materials help in improving the EFL speaking. To know whether the assumption is true, the researcher decided to conduct a research work on the issue. This is how the research topic came in the researchers‟ mind and helped in making a research outline. As a result, the researcher started working on the paper.

1.3 Statement of the Problem

Using audio visual aids or materials in classes are not always within budget or cost effective. The procedure of using such aids is very expensive since lots of gadgets and
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electronic devices are required. Not all the institutions are able to afford these devices. Therefore, the availability of these aids was a problem for this paper. The researcher had to visit many schools and colleges before finally sorting out which places had such devices and instruments. Again, it is not just about the availability of the devices. Rather, it is also about whether teachers use the audiovisual aids in English classes. Overall, considering all these terms and conditions, the researcher adjusted with the situation and conducted the study.

1.4. Objectives and Justification of the Study

1.4.1 Broad Objective

This paper has a broad objective which is relevant to the research topic. The broad objective for this paper is to find out the different uses of audio visual aids in English classes of the selected different institutions. Here, both learners‟ and teachers‟ perspectives will be discussed.

1.4.2 Specific Objective

This research work, also, has many specific objectives. Here, the terminology „specific objectives‟ refers to „specific purposes‟. The specific purposes of this research are pointed out and mentioned below.

a. To find out the English language learning systems in Bangladesh.

b. To find out the current or present position of audiovisual aids in English classes in Bangladesh.

c. To find out the role of audio visual aids in English classrooms in Bangladesh

d. To find out the challenges to use audio visual aids in English classrooms

e. To find out the solution to objective d.
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1.4.3 Justification of the Study

In this millennium, there is no doubt that English functions in peoples lives in two ways: a) As a subject b) As a language. This means in classrooms, English is taught as a separate subject along with the students‟ first language. On the other hand, in terms of communication sectors, academic, and professional purposes, people use English language to fulfill their purposes. In institutions, usually, this subject is taught with care. This is because the subject has to be taught in a way so that students can use the learning in their daily life with fewer difficulties. To teach these real life usages, often, students need visuals and audio aids to understand the English culture and get comfortable with it. Therefore, the researcher will conduct the study and facilitate to discover the major uses and drawbacks of audio visual materials or aids in English language classes. The study, in this research work, will also present the perceptions of both teachers and students over this issue in English language classes.

1.5 Research Questions

Using audio visual aids in English language classes has recently become popular in Bangladesh. This mainly happened after the emergence of digital or multimedia technology and laptops in institutions. With these devices connected to internet, any queries of teachers and students are just a type away from Google. Again, for these same devices, there are complains that students are being diverted away from their learning purposes. Considering all these points, the researcher feels that it is essential to conduct an investigation and find out whether these attractive visual aids are actually beneficial for learning purposes. Also, it is important to find the teachers thought on the whole system, and students‟ feedback on the procedure. To find answers to these queries, the researcher of this paper has made some
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research questions. The researcher kept these questions in mind while writing each of the chapters in this dissertation paper. The research questions are given below.

1. How much are Audio-Visual Aids effective in developing EFL speaking skills at the higher secondary level?

2. What are the responses of higher secondary Level students towards the usage of Audio visual materials in classroom?

3. What are the challenges of using audiovisual materials in English classes?

1.6 Terminologies

Some terms are used in this paper in short form. The full forms of those are presented below. All these terms are related to English language classes, and therefore, are relevant to the research topic.

· ELT – The full form of ELT is English Language Teaching. Here, theories of teaching English are included. These theories are applicable especially for students whose mother tongue is not English.
· EFL – The full form of EFL is English as a Foreign Language. This term is applicable for students for whom English is a foreign language.
· ESL – This refers to English as a Second Language. The term is applicable for students who use English language as their second language.
1.7 Structure of the Dissertation

The whole research work is divided into multiple chapters in this paper. Each of these chapters too are again pointed out and divided into specific points. This has been done so that the work becomes very specific and accurate. The researcher starts this paper with a brief
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introduction, and then gives some literature reviews where other researchers‟ work on the same topic is shown. After that, the researcher has moved on to the research methodology. In this chapter, the researcher has discussed about the methods used in data collection procedure. Continuing to the next chapter, the research findings are mentioned and discussed from both students‟ and teachers‟ perspectives. After that, the researcher has given some recommendations on the challenges found about the research topic. Finally, with a conclusion, the paper ends. All the sources taken from other papers are properly cited at the reference section. The questionnaires for survey purposes are attached in the appendix at the end of the paper.

1.8 Limitations of the Study

Like every work, even in this paper, the researcher faced lots of difficulties to conduct and continue the paper work. Those restrictions or limitations are listed in this section of the paper. The limitations are presented below.

· Short time frame – The very first limitation is the time frame for the work. Usually, for this kind of works, long time period is necessary. This is because, here, many steps are involved: planning and deciding a topic, making outline, research questionnaires, surveys, investigation etc. For this paper, the researcher completed all the segments. However, if the time period were longer, the researcher would have been able to conduct a better work.
· Travelling Issue – The researcher selected 5 different institutions for this research work. In Dhaka city, at present, traffic problem is a common phenomenon. On top of that, travelling at these distant institutions continually was very hectic. The researcher tried his best not to let this tiredness have any impact in the work.
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· Lack of cooperation – Not all participants showed eagerness in being a part of this paper. The researcher had to request and insist a lot to get the data from them. This lack of cooperation resulted in taking longer period of time in data collection, which is not a good thing.
1.9 Conclusion

This is the era of globalization and continual digitalization. Students are mostly interested in the electronic devices and social sites. In classrooms, they always look for realistic examples. Teachers can help them fulfill this demand through audio visual aids. The attractive features of audio visual aids are bound to grab learners‟ (students‟) attention in classroom topics. This is because people always remember what they witness themselves. Similarly, if learners can witness audio visual aids, they will definitely remember it. Therefore, it can be assumed that the more the audiovisual materials will be used in class, the more will be the chance that students will learn their lessons in classes.
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Chapter Two: Conceptual and Theoretical Framework

2.1 Introduction

When it comes to teaching English, the task is definitely not as easy as it seems or sounds. This is because, while teaching, it is necessary to understand the learning styles and psychologies of students. Only then, one can implement the different methods and tactics of teaching in classes. This is mandatory especially for an EFL speaking class. However, it is also true in teaching, only one method or technique is never followed alone. Rather, different techniques are blended in a class just the way different levels of learners adjust in the same class. According to many research works, audio visual aids normally function as a technique for encouraging EFL talking and make the teaching effective

This part of the paper will include the conceptual and theoretical frameworks related to the usage of audio visual aids or materials in English Language classrooms. Both theoretical and conceptual frameworks are important in any sorts of research paper. This is because, usually, here, all works are chronologically divided.

2.2 Theoretical Framework

The theoretical framework refers to the structure or pattern with which one can bolster a theory of a conducted research work or investigation. In other word, in theoretical framework, a theory is presented and discussed. After that, it is explained why limitation exists on that certain theory.

2.2.1 Audiovisual aid in English classes
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For Bangladeshi Context, English is both a second language and a foreign language. Here, non native speakers, in certain situations, are required to speak in English in classes, see materials or visuals and discuss those too. To go on and conduct the research, it is important to find out whether visual aids are given importance in English classes. If audiovisual is not at all given importance, then there is no question of conducting the study in that environment. This is because without experiencing the usage of audio visual materials in English class, participants will not be able to cooperate with the researchers‟ topic, and in that way, the research might not bring any fruitful result.

2.2.2 The Importance of Audio Visual Aids in Speaking

In the current situation, people are able to interact with one another and express their thoughts in English. Those who are able to do so can do so as long as they feel sure and confident about what they are going to say. In daily life, usually, people see everything in reality and learn. Similar technique is expected in English learning and teaching too. Audio visual aids, that is, some visuals, images, and interesting or colorful materials can play similar technique with students in classes.

2.2.3 Speaking Activities & Audio Visual materials

Interaction or communication amongst people is mandatory in our daily life. To interact, one has to speak. With people of same countries, there might be no need to speak in English. However, if the other speaker is not comfortable, there might be a need to speak in English. This is because English, in today‟s‟ world, is regarded as a language beyond the native platform. This language, now- days used in global and international platforms. As a result, for citizens, it is important to learn English better and be able to speak in it better. For
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that reason, speaking, in English classes, should be taught in more realistic methods. Here, teaching should be done in a communicative way. This can be done by using several visuals or images in class. Or maybe by starting the class with a communicative warm up session, or making students listen to a song which can introduce a classroom discussion, motivate students, and stimulate in their learning processes. According to Hedge (2000,p.261), ''students do not only practice speaking in a controlled way in order to produce features of pronunciation, vocabulary and structures accurately, but also practice using these features more freely in purposeful communication.'' In this case, Harmer (2001, p.271-274) comes up and talks of 6 activities which can improve the speaking competency. Such as

· Acting from script – Script will be given to students. These scripts will contain scenes from plays or stories of their text books, which students will be required to act out. Here, learners can make their own dialogue too. This task will be communicative because here teacher will focus and correct their stresses, intonation, and speed. Here, teacher must create a comfortable, friendly, and communicative classroom atmosphere.
· communication games – These types of games are usually similar to information gap activities, such as solve a puzzle, draw picture of the partner, know partners‟ likings or disliking etc.
· discussion – The more the discussion, the more will be the speaking practices amongst students. Therefore, discussion can also be regarded as an activity too. Hedge (2000) refers to this activity as an important one to enhance the fluency. This is because the activity makes students talk on several topics, and express their ideas, thinking on those (p.277).
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· prepared talks – Here, students are required to make notes on several topics and present those in the class.
· Questionnaires – Questionnaires can help students to make sure that their queries are solved. Here, students can make their own questions and therefore get the chance to decide what they will talk to each other about. Teacher, here, will help them to make questionnaires.
· simulation –This portion plays a vital role in developing learners‟ proficiency and fluency. This can be done based on real life activities e.g how to buy a book, how to greet etc. Ken Jones (1982, p. 4-7), on this issue, talks of the following characteristics which students should have. Such as : A) Reality of function: students will be participants in the situations. B) A simulated environment: students should be able to think as realistic as possible. If they are learning how to behave with a bus conductor, they should imagine that classroom is the bus station. C) Structure- To help learners‟ in performing well, instructors should them idea about the structure of each activities.
· role play - Brown (2004, p. 174) refers to role play as a poupular task in classes where CLT is being used. This motivates students to speak in the target language. Here, students play different roles as required. According to Harmer (2001), “role-plays are effective when they are open- ended, so that different people have different views of what the outcome should be” (p.274).
If observed closely, it can be seen that all the mentioned six activities requires demonstration. That is, teachers need to demonstrate how to carry on such act or steps. With all students, it might not be possible to make understand one by one. This might create
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confusion. Here is where the digital audiovisual aids turn to be useful. For example- showing a sample role play video in projector. Through this, students will be able to see the role playing and also will be able to follow how to repeat dialogues. This is because audio visual aids help with both visuals and sounds. These steps free them up from nervousness, reduce their affective filter and make them feel confident. Also, these two tasks involve more English speaking compared to other activities.

2.3 Role of Teacher

In Bangladeshi contexts, students are mostly dependent on teachers‟ instructions. According to Harmer (2001, p. 275-276), teachers can play role as a prompter, participant, and feedback provider in class. In that way, students will feel less nervous, will be more engaged in classroom activities, and also will receive feedback on their mistakes.

2.4 Speaking strategies

The following strategies are given by Harmer (2001, p. 249). Learners can use these strategies whenever they get confused or forget what to say.

· Improvising – students can improvise by using alternative words or phrases.
· Discarding – discard thoughts which students are unable to tell.
· Foreignising- when learners are not aware of a word in that language, s/he can choose alternative words which might be appropriate in the target language. This is referred to as „foreignising‟.
· Paraphrasing – Paraphrasing can be used when exact words or sentences are not remembered.
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2.5 Conceptual framework

This framework basically deals with analytical issues in several contexts. This eventually helps to categorize and organize all ideas. In this paper, the researcher too has developed a conceptual framework to gather his works of the research altogether.

Here, higher secondary level classes are selected from 5 different institutions. Each institution is considered as a group. All the students are from Bangladeshi background, with closer age range. The target groups are first and second year students. It is ensured that all the students are being exposed to audio visual materials. The researcher talked to students from all institutions. they were asked about their English speaking differences before using audio visual aids and after using audio visual aids. The researcher noted down the responses. Here, the two replies brings the answers of the usage of audio visual aids. Students were asked about their initial English speaking status, that is, before they joined institutions. Then they were asked if they liked the use of audio, and images in class. After noting down the responses, the researcher wanted to know their later status of English speaking. That is, researcher wanted to know how students feel after using audiovisual aids: have they improved in English speaking or are their level same as before using audio visual aids?

These points are noted during the interactive session while students were filling up the questionnaire given by the researcher. The time period for the whole dissertation period is four months. To make sure that audio visual aids actually improve the speaking, the researcher talked to the spoken class teachers. There, teachers informed the researcher that, before speaking class, a test is taken in the beginning of the session. The purpose of this test
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is to know the existing level of students based on their listening and speaking. After the test, classes are taken as usual, definitely with the help of audio visual materials.

After that, a final exam is taken , where students are tasted after being taught. This can be referred to as achievement test. It includes both pre test and post test. The researcher requests the teachers to share the results of both this test. Even though teachers and authorities were not willing to do so, they eventually agreed to discuss about the result. The researcher requested for this because the idea of the achievement test matches with the format of Brown‟s classification (2004). This study is mainly both qualitative and quantitative research. Here, interactive sessions, along with questionnaires have been used to bring out the required data.
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The researcher shows the work shortly in the following graphic presentation:

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2.6 Conclusion

To conclude, it can be said that, both qualitative and quantitative terminologies are included in this dissertation paper. The researcher has extracted the information on pretest and post test results, and many other queries from participants. This is qualitative. And the percentages which will be taken from respondents‟ replies on questionnaires are quantitative. As a result, the research instruments for this paper are results of achievement test, questionnaire, and discussions. The relevant literature review based on the study will be pointed out and discussed in the next chapter.
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Chapter Three: Literature Review

3.1 Introduction

This chapter contains all the important points noted down by other researcher on the same topic, that is, the research topic. The researcher, here, presented all the literature reviews. Here, the most important methodologies are noted and discussed as well. The methodologies which have been discussed in this section are related to the English language teaching in classrooms.

3.2. Methods involved in teaching a language

SIL international (1999) states that four skills of English Language are linked to one another with the following points of communication:

· mode: the mode of communication is spoken or written.
· direction: either receiving or producing.
Since 1990s, there has been many methods which were followed in English language teaching. There has been many methods because, with contexts and timing, teachers had to decide how effective teaching and learning can be made. For this, in several time frames, different methods were followed. After that, during the twentieth century, some completely new methods have emerged based on situation. These new methods have had lots of signs of acceptance and popularity from people. However, even this popularity too changed within time, based on peoples‟ need, and lifestyle, and methods they preferred. This is the reason theories too kept on being modified and changed, and methods have been adapted accordingly by mentors who followed the theories. Some methods are such as
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· The Direct Method
· Grammar Translation Method
· The Audio Lingual Method
· The CLT – communicative language teaching
Previously, grammar translation method were followed. This method consisted of lots of memorization, repetition, drilling etc. In other word, here, it was necessary to form habit amongst the students, just like happens in Army Training groups. Later on, it is believed that in a successful teaching, to make learning effective, communication is important. In other word, people started believing that interaction plays a vital role in teaching. This might be one of the reasons that Communicative Language Teaching method became so popular with acceptance. During this particular period, in twentieth century, side by side, some other approaches emerged in the language teaching field. Such as

· TPR – Total Physical Response
· Multiple Intelligences
· Suggestopedia etc many other approaches
In each of the methods and approaches mentioned above, all of those are mixed up at the present situation of Bangladeshi classrooms. Since all these are mixed up, it is possible that skills are integrated and to make that easier, audiovisual methods are being used. Since the researchers focus in solely on the use of audiovisual aids, only some of the methods will be mostly talked about, which need audio visual aids mostly.
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3.3 The Audio visual aids

According to Singh (2005), “Any device which by sight and sound increase the individuals‟ experience, beyond that acquired through read described as audio visual aids”. That is, these are mostly instructional. In case of teaching and learning EFL (English as foreign language), the skills involved are mainly is productive and receptive. Here comes the usage of these aids. These are part of the digital or technological sector in education system.

Rather (2004) implies that such aids can consist of aids or elements or materials like the use of Radio, TV, etc. This is because the audio visual aids usually refer to when technological devices are used in classrooms. These aids help students to learn better. In other word, here, students are motivated to learn lessons in interesting ways. These aids provide learners with realistic atmosphere so that they can learn without any pressure. Also, these make the English classroom materials attractive enough to make learners eager to do the tasks.

3.4 The classification of the audio-visual aids

Audio-visual aids can be divided into the following:

1. The audio materials – These "are those which can be heard" e.g., speech, music, audio files, radio broadcasting etc.

2. The visual aids - “are helpful to visualize things". E.g. image, video, anything which is printed, graphs, charts, drawings etc.

3. The audio-visual aids - "can be heard and seen simultaneously" e.g., laptop, pc, video and TV. (Audio-visual aids in teaching, 2010).
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3.5 Teaching speaking skill through audio-visual aids

At present, there are many materials or notes to use while teaching in English classes. These aids are to help learners in improving their speaking abilities. The purpose is to be able to carry out effective communication as an outcome. While selecting the materials or these aids, teachers often have to check repetitively whether these are enough to provide a natural language setting and context to the learners. Amongst these materials, audio visuals are known as the most important one since both learning and teaching can be taken care of with its‟ help. Also, these aids provide more exposure in English classes, such as exposure to gesture, exposure to culture, exposure to new grammar, pronunciation, vocabulary, and many other English exercises. These materials are enough to encourage students to understand and speak English better.

3.6 Watching Video

According to Renedya and Richards (2002, p.364), "video is an extremely dense medium, one which incorporates a wide variety of visual elements and a great range of audio experience in addition to spoken language". This means video can be referred to as a medium. This medium, in English classes, shows many images, visuals, audios, in a single video. Therefore, video can be regarded as an important aid since it helps the eager learners to learn their target language. This is done by both listening to what speakers or narrators say and by seeing what is going on in the video.

After 1975, the use of video has become popular in most institutions. This is because of the usage of authentic language. Here, how native speakers use language is shown. Also,
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here, both metalinguistic, linguistic, and paralinguistic features are used. For example, in a video, viewers are able to see the expression of people, their mood are understandable. Also, the setting is seen clearly. Body language is also shown in video. Most importantly, in classroom situation, the video is a communicative aid. A video can introduce an wonderful discussion or interactive session amongst students. This also helps in enhancing speaking skills.

Harmer (2001), in his book The Practice of English Language Teaching explains video clips should be used in English classes. According to him, through video, learners can see and hear too. It means they will feel easy to remember what they are seeing since seeing expression of the speaker shows his/her gesture, mood, etc that might help one to understand the text (dialogues) better. Also, there is the issue of the Cross-cultural awareness. Here, students get to witness somethings beyond their textbooks and classes. It will help them to understand the culture and lifestyle of the target language users very easily. For exam, what clothes people wear in other countries, or what are their table manners etc. Most importantly, seeing video motivates students since towards lesson.

Gower (1995) tells the following in his book Teaching Practice Handbook .

· Visuals and actions , when seeing, are easy to understand, e.g movie, videos etc.
· Video makes the context very clear to the students. Here, overlapping, contexts, unfinished sentences etc are presented in a very attractive and understanding manner.
· Seeing videos are very motivating and encouraging.
To conclude, it can be said that video "brings a change from the routine of teachers and textbook”. Indeed, using video in class brings students out of the traditional and repetitive
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approaches. In fact, this helps them in understanding lessons better through "the visual and audio clues to meaning" (Demirezen, 1992, p.295).

3.7 The importance of audio visual aids

If developing speaking proficiency is important, then the concerned person, with the help of his/her teacher use audio visual aids in classroom. To be honest, teachers have to look after the availability of the audio visual devices. This is because only a trained faculty will be able to make the best use of the devices. Without expert, no one else will be able to handle the aids support in English classes. Also, these aids are enough to motivate students. This is because it is the only way to allow students have the exposure of some questions. Therefore, it can be said that audio visual aids give learners opportunity to both see, her and speaking with improved competency level.

However, it solely depends on the level of learners about the way the audio visual materials will be implemented in teaching and learning. With all these good and bad sides, at the end of a class, it is seen that these aids make the process of teaching and learning more effective in all probable ways. The following points ensure this claim further.

· Audio -visual aids are always based on instructional purposes.
· These aids often encourage learners and grab their attention towards lessons very easily.
· Using audio visual aids in class, more time is saved. Since seeing videos consists of both the contexts and contents. As a result, more time is saved in the classroom.
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· These materials are mostly authentic. Therefore, the exposure is realistic. Thus, learners get realistic examples to follow.
· The target of audio visual aids is to meet the learners‟ learning objectives.
· Audio Visuals materials are always easy to prepare. Also, the process is not at all time consuming. Rather, it is also comfortable to work on these materials. (Audio-visual aids in teaching, 2010).
3. Hypothesis & Learners’ view

Krashen (1985) states in his input hypothesis that “humans acquire language in only one way-by understanding messages, or by receiving „comprehensible input‟…we move from i, our current level, to i+1, the next level along the natural order, by understanding input containing i+1” (p.2). In this hypothesis, “I” represents the existing knowledge in learners while “ +1” represents the additional knowledge or information learner/s get. That is, more input is added to learners‟ existing information or knowledge. This hypothesis can be linked to the usage of audio visual aids in classroom. Such as, whatever existing knowledge learners have in a class can be referred to as “I”. The additional knowledge these learners get after using audio visual aid is “+1”. E.g. learners learning about English cultures can be regarded as additional information.

Vygotsky (1978) , a Russian psychologist, implies that for learners, their learning can happen on

· Social level – Here, the „social‟ setting deals between „people‟ or „humans‟ in the society. The aspect, here, is mostly interpsychological.
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· Individual level- Here, the setting points towards logical reasoning and to the formation of whole concepts. (Vygotsky,1978,p.57).
There is also another aspect, which is known as the zone of proximal development. According to Vigotsky, learning takes place in this zone. Mainly it “is the distance between the actual developmental level as determined by independent problem solving and the level of potential development as determined through problem solving under adult guidance or in collaboration with more capable peers” (Vygotsky, 1978, p.86).

Liton (2015) is a researcher who talks mostly about the students views towards technology. He explains how technology has a vital role in an EFL class, that is, English as a foreign language. Since audiovisual aids are part of technology, the researcher of this dissertation paper, too, believes, that students‟ positive responses plays a vital role and foster the learning process in class. (Liton,2015,p.13).

Lasagabaster and Sierra (2003) , too, implies the necessity of considering learners‟ views since their understanding is what develops their learning. (p.294).

3.9 Conclusion

Most of the accessible research papers, done so far, in this research topic, are concentrated with diverse information and accumulations strategies. Also, there are strengths and weakness or challenges of using audio visual aids in classes. The investigation of the exploration papers identified with the examination has developed the questionnaires for reviews, and met the check list for perception. The next chapters will present the research methodologies.
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Chapter 4: Research Methodology

4.1 Introduction

This part of the paper clarifies the strategy of the research work to accumulate teachers‟ and students' all sorts of opinions and criticisms on the utilization of audiovisual materials in English classrooms in Bangladeshi context. To make this section more clear, the research hypothesis will be explained too. Also, there will be other sections where the researcher will talk about the participants of this dissertation work, the nature work itself, the process of information gathering, the research design, procedures and methods of analysis.

4.2 Background Information

The most ideal approach to assemble quantitative information about something from participants is conducting a survey. It helps in gathering information through an arrangement of inquiries from an extensive number of participants. This helps in making the research work more reliable. The purpose of using questionnaires is to decipher the researchers‟ data needs into an arrangement of particular inquiries that the respondents can reply.

Usually, there can be two sorts of survey questionnaires. The first one is self-administered where the respondents are requested and required to finish the survey within a particular time or in an organized meeting. The other sort is where the researcher plays the role of interviewer, asks questions to participants and records the responses face to face. For this survey, the researcher has used self- administered questionnaire. That is, here, the respondents or the participants have addressed the queries in their own time. The purpose for conducting the self- administered questionnaire is to ensure that participants
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feel comfortable to write what they feel and take as much time needed. This is because the researcher believes that the more comfortable the participants will be, the more will the questionnaires bring reliable data.

4.3 Participants and Settings

The participants of the survey were teachers from different institutions and students of five different collages. The students‟ age range is 18 – 20 years. The population of the targeted respondents is from Bengali medium. Their first language is Bengali and second language is English. All of them are exposed to audio visual materials. Knowing this, the researcher intends to find out their responses on this technological tool and how it enhances their English learning. Here, it must be mentioned that the survey is being conducted in the higher secondary level. Along with students‟ perspectives, the researcher also prioritizes teachers‟ opinions. With all their responses, the researcher carries on his work with the respondents‟ help.

4.4 Nature of the Research

The nature of the research is Primary Research. It (Primary Research) is where information is assembled from direct sources, as opposed to higher secondary (auxiliary) sources, to get unique data or the exact information (Brown, 1988, p.2). Similarly, in this paper, information has been gathered from respondents who learn or teach English as his/her second language. This is the reason the type of research can be considered as primary.

4.5 Sampling

The study is mainly conducted on 5 different colleges. The institutions are:

1. DHAKA COLLEGE

2. GOVT. BANGLA COLLEGE
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3. MILESTONE COLLEGE

4. TANGAIL RESIDENTIAL SCHOOL & COLLEGE

4. MIRPUR GIRLS IDEAL LABORATOY INSTITUTE

Mainly, the teachers are from the same institutions too. Overall, 20 teachers who teach English are selected. All of them are related to English Language teaching. Here, it must be mentioned that the researcher has not included any literature teacher in the survey. Also, 100 students have filled up the survey questionnaires. From sampling, it is seen that 15 teachers have graduated degree, 03 are doing MPhil and 02 have also completed PHD degree in English language Teaching (ELT). Amongst students, English is foreign and second language to all.

4.6 Research Instrumentation

In this segment, questionnaire is the research instrument. These questionnaires have made it easy to collect all the required authentic information. Both students‟ and teachers‟ responses are collected from the survey questionnaires. For researcher, it has been difficult to get their appointment. Even when the appointment was found, the time was not enough for any sort of interview. As a result, the researcher simply gave them questionnaires, which they filled up in their leisure time. That is, there were no chances to have a face to face talk with them. This, to some extent, might influence some responses. In other word, some explanations to why they have particular opinions on audio visual materials remain unanswered.

4.6.1 Questionnaire for the Teachers

The questionnaire for the teachers included questions and queries which researcher had. All the Questions were related to the purpose of this research work.
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4.6.2 Questionnaire for the Students

A questionnaire was designed for students too. Even this questionnaire included researchers‟ queries on the use of Audio-Visual Aids.

4.6.3 Validity of the Questionnaires

Both students‟ and teachers‟ questionnaires are made considering the research topic. All the questions, included in the paper, are related to the contents required to find the percentages opinions on the usage of Audio Visual Aids in English classrooms in Bangladeshi Context. In other words, the questionnaires are linked to both the research objectives and research questions.

4.6.4 Reliability of the questionnaires

The reliability of the questionnaires will be decided based on the data collections and findings. These will be talked about in the next chapters. To ensure reliability, the researcher has provided same questionnaires to same respondents at different times. In this way, with consistent result, the researcher ensured the reliability of the questionnaires.

4.6.5 Practicality of the questionnaire

The questionnaires seem to be very easy to make. However, the process is time consuming since the work involves lots of thinking. Since one of the institutions was located outside Dhaka, the multiple times journey to conduct survey with same subjects multiple times turned out to be quite difficult and hectic.

4.7 Data Collection

To collect data, the researcher, at first, visited several schools and colleges and found out institutions where audiovisual materials are used in English classes. Amongst
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those institutions, the researcher, then selected best 05 institutions and arranged permit from the authorities to conduct both students‟ and teachers‟ survey. After that, the researcher studied the academic calendars to avoid doing surveys on the holidays and examination dates. After that, appointments survey dates have been fixed accordingly.

Here, it must be mentioned that the students have shown lots of cooperation towards the researcher. They have filled up the questionnaires in their break time, which was for 10 times. Also, the researcher has contacted with the teachers personally to request them to respond. The teachers, beyond their heavy schedule, managed to do so.

Most importantly, the researcher has received lots of cooperation from the administration departments of the selected institutions to conduct the research work.

4.8 Data Analysis

The responses of the participants have been analyzed and shown in the next chapter. The questionnaire of the teachers and the questionnaire of the students are also attached at the end of this dissertation paper.

After collecting information and analyzing the responses thoroughly, those are discussed in the discussion chapter by the researcher. To be more accurate, the researcher will be using percentage figures in the discussion. Finally, a connection has been made between the research questions and the findings.

4.9 Conclusion

To conclude, it can be stated that in this chapter, the research briefly talked about the methodologies that he has used to conduct the data collection process. The result of the responses from the collected data is given in the next chapter.
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Chapter 5: Research Findings and Discussion

5.1 Introduction

Chapter 5 is concerned about the data obtained from the questionnaire which has been talked of in Chapter 4. The researcher of this paper wanted respondents to be comfortable in expressing their opinions. As a result, he chose a written questionnaire. There, he mentioned all the questions he had about the usage of audio visual materials in class. There were two questionnaires designed by the researcher: a) Teacher Questionnaire b) Student Questionnaire. In both questionnaires, there were three sections: Section A, Section B, Section C.

5.2 Responses of the teachers

Section A deals with the profile of the respondent teachers. The following is the outline of Section A.

They are not aware of technological software such as duolingo, Freerice etc. Teachers are aware of these tools. However, they are not able to make students use those. This is because these sites require much improved IT facility, which these colleges do not have. These colleges have many computers, projectors, and loud speakers. Projectors are used daily but computer and loud speakers are used only for listening classes.
· 75% teachers allow students to speak and interact in classes, while the rest do not allow students to speak in class. This is because when students speak in large classes, the noise pollution spoils the academic mode of the class, which hampers in studies.
· 70% of the students like watching video in class since they feel very interesting and motivating. Teachers also think it can help them to speak in English better. While watching videos, e.g. movies, short films, they do not feel they are learning. Rather they gulp the dialogues unconsciously. Mostly, they remember their favorite scenes ands exact dialogues. 80% of the students do mimicry of it and succeed in speaking exactly like their favorite actor or actress. Also, the 60% students who have seen videos in class felt more interested in class only for watching videos and discussing about it. After showing videos, teachers mostly discussed about it and linked it to the lesson. In this way, students find it easier to remember both the lesson and the videos. Also, often, many lectures become clear after watching videos.
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· All teachers believe that trainings and workshops on using technology will be effective for teaching life. In this communicative millennium, teachers have come out of the traditional method and started allowing them to interact with tutors and
peers in English. However, this communicative strategy will be more effective in bringing a positive outcome if teachers are trained.

In this paper, the researcher has attempted to answer the research questions with proper findings and percentages. He, in fact, attempted to explore and find out how many colleges have the technological facility. The findings show that all the colleges have lab facilities. However, the usage of lab tools in English class is limited. Only the projector is an exception. Teachers, everyday, use projectors for giving lectures.

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Chapter 6: Recommendations

6.1 Introduction

So far, in the previous chapters, many challenges have been found on the research while conducting the study. The researcher suggested some recommendations for those problems. This chapter presents all the recommendations on the usage of audio visual materials in the next section.

6.2 Recommendations

As expressed in the past parts, the motivation behind this investigation was to acquire second dialect students' viewpoint on the utilization of video cut in dialect class. The examination endeavored to see whether second dialect students confront any issue while watching video in their dialect class. Keeping in mind the end goal to get input from the students, a poll was appropriated among 172 tertiary level students and the reactions were then broke down to discover the issues that they confront while watching video cuts.
